The research will also assess 
prime-boost combinations of the HIV vaccine 
developed by Sanofi Pasteur (ALVAC), which 
recently demonstrated modest protection 
in an efficacy trial conducted by the Military 
HIV Research Program (MHRP) in Thailand, 
coupled with the FLSC developed by the insti-
tute. Both vaccine candidates involve use of a

Man Against AIDS

For a medical student interested in exploring the world of 
infectious diseases, James F. Rooney ’78, concludes the University of Mary-
land School of Medicine probably was among the best places to start.

During his research fellowship at the school’s center for vaccine devel-
opment, Rooney had an opportunity to gain both laboratory and clinical 
experience, working on rocky mountain spotted fever, cholera, and other 

enteric diseases. He became part of field studies, including a project in Chile in which 80,000 Santiago children 
were vaccinated for typhoid with a new vaccine. In his last year of residency, he was assigned to a nine-week study 
at the Pakistan Medical Research Center where he and his team conducted health evaluations in six cities on 
behalf of a collaborative project between the school and the Pakistani government.

“This experience had a big impact on my future,” Rooney says. “It cemented my interest in infectious diseases. 
The work I was able to do in the Shock Trauma Center, plus the time in Pakistan and South America, and the 
opportunity to work with outstanding people like Richard Hornick, MD, my medical advisor; all of it became a 
positive influence throughout the years.”

Following his years at Maryland, Rooney became a medical staff fellow in the virology section, institute of 
allergy and infectious diseases, National Institutes of Health (NIH), and later a senior staff fellow at the NIH 
Institute of Dental Research. He then joined the department of infectious diseases and immunology at Burroughs 
Wellcome Company, where his focus on drug development, specifically for the treatment of HIV-AIDS, was born.

“Wellcome had the first drug for treating HIV,” he reports. “The company’s AZT led to the development of the 
HIV cocktail and generally better therapies including the one pill, once a day regimen.” 
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Man Against AIDS

In 1996, Rooney joined Gilead Sciences, in Foster City, 
California, where he now serves as vice president, medi-
cal affairs. As a biopharmaceutical company that develops, 
manufactures, and commercializes therapies for viral and in-
fectious diseases as well as cancer, Gilead is at the forefront 
of development of the newest combination drug therapies 
for HIV. Rooney has been personally involved in develop-
ingthe drugs most widely in use today—Viread, Truvada, 
and the first once-daily regimen Atripla.

He explains, “Originally, HIV patients had to take mul-
tiple pills at different times each day. Understandably, there 
was an interest in developing combination therapies and a 
one pill, once-a-day dose. There was a need to develop med-
ications that could be better tolerated. Improved tolerability 
leads to improved adherence to the prescribed treatment, 
which in turn leads to effective suppression of virus triplica-
tion, and better clinical outcomes.”

Since different patients have different 
tolerances, the search is not for the one 
perfect drug combination but for several 
that will serve the needs of patients with 
different tolerances and needs. In develop-
ing countries, for instance, where signifi-
cant numbers of women in the child- 
bearing years have HIV, it has become 
critical to develop therapies that prevent birth defects.

Rooney and the team at Gilead have developed a com-
bination therapy from their  two drugs, Viread and Emtriva. 
Known as Truvada, it is now the most widely used drug for 
treating HIV and is the cornerstone of combination therapy, 
including three or more HIV drugs. 

As he explains it, however, the battle against HIV is not 
an isolated one. Gilead has collaborated with other drug 
companies to create one pill, once-a-day treatments for HIV 
known as single tablet regimens. The first of these, Atripla, 
was developed in 2006 and combined Gilead’s Truvada with 
a third drug from Bristol-Myers Squibb and Merck called 
Efavirenz. It is now one of the most commonly used treat-
ments for HIV. A second single tablet regimen, Complera, 
which combines Truvada with a third drug from Janssen 
Pharmaceuticals called Rilpivirine was approved by the 
Food and Drug Administration this year. These regimens 
improve treatment for patients in the U.S., as well as for 
those in developing countries where 90 percent of HIV 
patients live. Last year, more than one million patients in 
the developing world received Viread or Truvada through 
Gilead’s access program.

Perhaps unknown to many, pharmaceuticals have a histo-
ry of collaboration that has escalated during the HIV-AIDS 

epidemic. Born during the development of penicillin in 
World War II, it is active today through the Inter-Company 
Collaboration for AIDS Drug Development. The group 
meets regularly to share information and collaborate on the 
development of new protocols. Rooney, an early contribu-
tor to the group, served for many years as chairperson of the 
clinical trials sub-committee involved in putting together 
clinical trials concepts.

From his early days as a physician, Rooney has always 
enjoyed clinical research. “What I really like doing is being 
part of a team that develops new treatments that will have 
an immediate impact on patient welfare,” he says. As for 
teaching, he does a significant amount of educating col-
leagues in the intricacies of Gilead’s internal studies, as 
well as those studies done in partnership with other groups, 
including the NIH and international research organizations.

“We are fortunate to work with many talented investiga-
tors and study teams around the world,” Rooney says. “Per-
haps one of the most exciting new areas of research is the 
evaluation of antiretroviral drugs for the prevention of HIV 
infection in adults. Recent studies report such treatment 
can decrease the likelihood of transmission to an unaffected 
sexual partner by more than 90 percent.”

Rooney and his colleagues were recently recognized for 
two studies, one of which, the Caprisa study, demonstrated 
efficacy of a vaginal microbicide to prevent HIV in women. 
The second, the iPrEX study, conducted among men with 
male sexual partners, showed protection was as high as 90 
percent when medications were taken regularly. This work 
was honored in 2010 by Time Magazine which credited 
Rooney and his colleagues with the number one medical 
advance of the year. Nature and Science rated the work among 
the top 10, and Lancet recognized the Caprisa team for the 
second top research paper of the year. This year’s Interna-
tional AIDS Conference in Rome reported data from two 
additional studies showing that Truvada also was effective in 
protecting heterosexual men and women from acquiring HIV.

Rooney’s goals of wanting to make an impact on patient 
treatment have certainly been achieved, and to hear him tell 
it, the incentive and encouragement all began at Maryland.

Judging by the professional pace he 
keeps, Eliot Siegel, ’82, professor and vice 
chair, department of diagnostic radiology 
& nuclear medicine, should be a Type A 
behavior type who makes those around him 
head for the exit signs. He does double duty as 

chief of radiology and nuclear medicine for the VA Maryland Health Care 
System (VA), and serves as a lead subject matter expert for a National Can-
cer Institute initiative to connect cancer centers throughout the country. 
He maintains an active teaching schedule, heads groundbreaking research, 
collaborates with major U.S. companies including IBM, Microsoft, General 
Electric, Phillips and Siemens, and has made more than 1500 presentations 
around the world on just about every topic involving medical applications of 
technology. Most recently, he has paired with IBM in an artificial intelli-
gence project that turns Jeopardy’s Watson into Dr. Watson.

However, Siegel is a relaxed sort who enjoys U2 concerts and reasons the 
best way to handle extreme multitasking is to have a sense of humor.

“It helps as well to have an acute sense of curiosity about everything one 
encounters in life and in medicine,” he says.

He began with an early decision honors program as an undergraduate at 
the University of Maryland College Park, finishing college in two-and-a-half 
years and gaining an early decision entrance to the medical school where 
he met his future wife, Susan Busse ’81, who mentored him through the Big 
Brother, Big Sister program offered to freshman students. He again chose 
Maryland for his residency in diagnostic radiology and a fellowship in nuclear medicine. 

Following residency, the radiology chairman urged him to stay on in the department, 
where he could combine his interests in research, clinical practice, and computer technol-
ogy. Soon after that, still barely out of residency, he was appointed chief of radiology at VA. 
As chief, with the responsibility to design and equip his department, he came up with an 
innovation that revolutionized the way in which radiology was practiced. He approached 
his superiors and asked if he could get support from the government to create a filmless 
radiology program.

“It was a bold step,” he admits. “Looking back, I think I was motivated by the naiveté of 
youth. I guess I didn’t know any better, and figured I had nothing to lose by asking to do it.”

Beginning with its potential for loss, problems in working with film had existed as long as 
radiology itself. In order for a physician at one hospital to see images taken at another, the 
film had to be physically transferred from one place to the other. Film often turned out to be 
under or overexposed. The idea of introducing computer technology to enhance the quality 
of images was long overdue. 

In the end, Siegel’s naiveté paid big dividends when he developed what experts at the time

believed to be beyond technological ability, the world’s 
first digital radiology department. His unassuming recol-
lection of this milestone is, “We were in the right place at 
the right time.”

Maryland became the first to write the original 
literature on the implications of digital radiology. Within 
a short time, there was a worldwide transition to digital 
that led to other smart technologies, such as auto image 
analysis, automated image processing, and the ability to 
do and read imaging in remote locations.

Currently, in addition to his Maryland and VA 

responsibilities, Siegel has an appointment at the NIH’s 
National Cancer Institute (NCI). The concept is to 
establish an interconnection among all cancer patient 
records to match patients with similar types of cancer, 
and how they respond to radiation and chemotherapy. 

“Much of our research and development has focused 
on facilitating the cross correlation of genomic, proteom-
ic, and other ‘omic data with diagnostic images such as 
brain MRI and structured reports,” Siegel says. “We have 
been working with databases such as the Cancer Genome 
Atlas to combine genomic, clinical, and lab data with 
medical images to personalize diagnosis and treatment for 
cancer patients.” 

He reports this technology is in the early stages of be-
coming available, and ultimately will expand from NCI 
centers to all hospitals.

About a year ago, Siegel attended a meeting at IBM 
headquarters regarding a joint project, and was told 
confidentially of a developing collaboration between 
IBM and the producers of the game show, Jeopardy. A 
computer called Watson was to challenge Jeopardy’s two 
top players in a contest of intellect. Siegel was fascinated 
and immediately questioned whether this artificial intel-
ligence concept might be applied to medicine. IBM was 
intrigued enough to give him a grant to pursue such an 
endeavor, while IBM explored ways to teach their sys-
tems a deeper understanding of medical literature than 
was capable of acquiring through medical questions on 
Jeopardy. At this point, Watson became Dr. Watson.

“We started by compiling textbooks and journal 
articles,” Siegel says. “Then we began looking at New 
England Journal of Medicine CPC cases. Our next step 
to go beyond the published literature will be to give Dr. 
Watson access, while maintaining privacy and security, 
to millions of electronic records to begin to empirically 
analyze disease prevalence, diagnostic studies, and clini-
cal presentations.”

Siegel sees one of the first applications as an electron-
ic safety check on patient records that picks up discrep-
ancies, such as a drug interaction in the medications 
taken by a specific patient. The next step may be clinical 
diagnosis. The software is already capable of providing 
the most likely diagnosis with a specific level of confi-
dence, the second most likely, and so on.

“The problem is, right now, we are working with book 
knowledge,” he says. “What we need to do is integrate 
data from millions of patient studies.”

He adds that while earlier research probing artifi-
cial intelligence failed, the importance now is that Dr. 
Watson has captured an enthusiasm and momentum 
those pursuits failed to generate. He has received calls 
from academic institutions worldwide, gets offers for 
funding, and has been invited to serve on an NIH-wide 
panel. He has been in discussions with the U.S. Depart-
ment of Defense and Los Alamos Laboratories regarding 
bio-terrorism defense applications. Given the unlim-
ited potential for the development of this technology, 
Siegel acknowledges that, within the near future, it may 
completely change the way medical practice, as well as 
medical education, is conducted.

He concludes, “I have worked with some really 
impressive students over the years, but Dr. Watson is 
unique. Its ability to keep up with the literature, draw on 
the collective clinical experience of thousands of physi-
cians, and use advanced statistical reasoning make it a 
tool with unprecedented potential to make the practice 
of medicine safer, more consistent, and effective. And I 
can think of no better place to make that happen than 
the University of Maryland School of Medicine.” 
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and to solidify the school’s world-class 
programs.

In each of the past several years, 
benefactors to the University of 
Maryland School of Medicine have 
raised the bar of success for private 
philanthropy.

Philanthropy Rises Again in FY11

On June 6 an investiture ceremony was held to award Sharon 
M. Henry, ’85, with the Anne Scalea Professorship in Trauma. 
The professorship was established in honor of Anne Scalea, 
mother of Thomas M. Scalea, MD, the Francis X. Kelly Profes-
sor of Trauma Surgery and director of the program in trauma, as 
a living legacy to honor her guidance and inspiration.

Henry is the founder of the division of wound healing and 
metabolism and the soft tissue infection service at the Shock 
Trauma Center. She is a recognized international expert on soft 
tissue injuries who is often called upon by the U.S. military as 
a consultant. As state chair of the Maryland American College 
of Surgeons (ACS) Committee on Trauma, Henry revamped 
the advanced trauma life support (ATLS) course in Maryland, 
which is now considered a model for ATLS courses across the 
U.S. She also embraced new ACS courses, including advanced 
trauma operative management (ATOM) and advanced surgical 
skills for exposure in trauma, with the result that Maryland 
is now the only institution in the country to offer all three 
courses. 

Henry Invested as Scalea Professor

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f you own a highly appreciated investment property or 
business asset and want to defer the capital gains tax on its 
sale, a tax-deferred exchange of qualifying, like-kind prop-
erty, sometimes referred to as an Internal Revenue Code 
Section 1031 Exchange (26 U.S.C. Section 1031), may be 
an attractive disposition strategy for you to consider. Gen-
erally, if a taxpayer exchanges property held for investment 
or for productive use in trade or business, for property of 
a like-kind, no gain or loss is recognized until the prop-
erty received is sold or is otherwise disposed. Machinery, 
buildings, land, trucks and rental houses are examples of 
property that may qualify for such an exchange. 

Properties are of a like-kind, if they are of the same 
nature or character, even if they differ in grade and quality. 
Real properties generally are of a like-kind, regardless of 
whether the properties are improved or unimproved, how-
ever, real property located in the United States and real 
property located outside of the United States is not consid-
ered to be like-kind property. Depreciable tangible personal 
property (such as office furniture and fixtures, computers 
and peripheral equipment, airplanes and trucks) can be 
either like-kind or like-class to qualify for the deferral 
treatment. The rules for like-kind exchanges do not apply 
to exchanges of inventories, raw materials, stocks, bonds, 
notes or other securities or evidence of indebtedness, or to 
certain other assets including tangible property for personal 
use (such as a family home or car), certificates of trust or 
beneficial interest, and partnership and limited liability 
company interests. Real property and personal property are 
examples of 1031 exchangeable property, but these assets 
can not be exchanged one for the other. 

Many such transactions are multiple-party deferred 
exchanges in which a taxpayer relinquishes the property to 
be exchanged to a “Qualified Intermediary” and acquires 
the replacement property from an unrelated seller. In a 
deferred exchange transaction, replacement property will 
not be treated as like-kind property unless the identifica-
tion and receipt requirements are met. These requirements 
stipulate that replacement property must be identified 
within forty-five days after the relinquished property has 
been transferred and that the replacement property must 
be received by the earlier of a) one hundred and eighty 
days after the transfer or b) the due date, including exten-
sions, for the tax return for the tax year in which the 
transfer of the relinquished property occurs.

Like-kind exchanges have the potential 

to provide taxpayers with opportunities for 
wealth and lifestyle planning. For example, 
taxpayers may be able to increase their cash 
flow by exchanging raw land for one or more 
income-producing properties. In another 
application, real property investors that want 
to take a less active role in real estate manage-
ment may be able to exchange effort-intensive 
rental properties for fractional interests in 
other, less demanding commercial ventures. 
Finally, from a wealth transfer perspective, a real property 
owner may be able to exchange a single piece of property, 
a family farm that the next generation does not want to 
maintain for example, into several smaller properties; un-
der current (2011) federal estate tax law provisions, these 
properties then could be transferred to family members 
at the taxpayer’s death, and each heir may receive the 
property with a step-up in carryover basis, which would 
effectively erase the deferred capital gains tax liability.

The proper execution of a like-kind exchange involves 
a variety of legal and tax-related complexities. Additional 
information on this topic can be found in the Internal 
Revenue Service Publication 544 entitled, “Sales and 
Other Dispositions of Assets,” but if you are considering 
an exchange of this nature to facilitate the sale of property

A look back at America’s fifth oldest medical school and its illustrious alumni

115 Years Ago

In 1816, Elisha DeButts, MD, 
became Maryland’s third dean. 
Born in Dublin, Ireland, Debutts 
immigrated with his family to 
America as a young boy. He 
studied medicine under his uncle, 
and later attended the University 
of Pennsylvania. DeButts was 
considered one of the most bril-
liant chemists of his day, and he 
served as chairman of Maryland’s 
chemistry department for more 
than 20 years beginning in 1809. 
He served as dean from 1816 to 
1817, and from 1822 to 1825. 
DeButts died of pneumonia in 
1831.

In 1896 the Hospital for Crippled 
and Deformed Children—the state’s 
oldest orthopaedic hospital—
became affiliated with Maryland. 
Founded on 6 West 20th Street, the 
facility would relocate to Radnor 
Park and, after converting a man-
sion into a hospital in 1911, was 
renamed James Lawrence Kernan 
Hospital and Industrial School of 
Maryland for Crippled Children.

The Cornell and Columbia divisions of 
Bellevue Hospital were sites of Dr. Wolff ’s 
internship and residency training in surgery.

from Jefferson University School of Medi-
cine in Philadelphia.

John S. Toll, PhD  
President/Chancellor

Dr. Toll served as president/chancellor of 
the University System of Maryland from 
1978 to 1989. Born in Denver, Toll received 
his undergraduate degree in physics from 
Yale University.

Navy during World War II, he earned a 
doctorate in physics in 1952 from Princ-
eton University where he helped found 
what is now the Princeton Plasma Physics 
Laboratory.
